A teacher must be kind and gain 
children’s trust. A ready smile and 
a show of interest in the children 
will help. The occasional small 
reward is no bad thing. 

The teacher provides the 
children with toys of various 
kinds, such as building 
blocks, board games, soft 
toys and toy cars. 

Teachers sing and dance with the 
children. They teach them to play 
simple musical instruments, so 
developing their relation to music.

With very young children, 
teachers use various simple 
aids and educational toys, such 
as an abacus, shape sorters 
and memory cards.  

Everything at a preschool is 
adapted for small children. 
Furniture is lower, cutlery is 
smaller, and there are toys and 
games wherever you look. Teachers and children use paints, 

scissors and paper to make 
different art. This encourages 
children’s creativity and 
imagination.
